Hawaii Self Storage - Waialae is a multi story self storage facility of ap­
proximately 172,000 sf with 4 levels of structural and light gauge steel 
plus a poured in place concrete basement. Includes office/retail/business 
center and approximately I,535 leasable lockers of various sizes. 2 eleva­
tors, 74 parking spaces and an adjustable height loading dock facilitate 
customer access. Various architectural features plus extensive landscap­
ing are included to improve the image of the project in the neighborhood. 
The developer recognized the need for an attractive structure to enhance 
the neighborhood as well as to differentiate it from a competitor's build­
ing directly across the street. They had the design team incorporate Ha­
waiian themed artistic tile mosaics, attractive landscaping and a subtly 
lighted I4 foot diameter clock into the exterior design to add to the older 
feel of Kapahulu and Kaimuki.
